Action on the minutes for the May 28th and June 11th meetings was deferred until the August 13, 2013 meeting.  A quorum of board members present at each of the meetings was not met. 

Local Upgrade Approval Septic Variance – 4 Coach Road:

Documents/Exhibits – Glossa Engineering variance request dated 6/25/13 & Proposed Septic  

Design Plan (on file Health Dept).

The Board of Health reviewed the septic variance request for a proposed septic upgrade for a failed septic system at 4 Coach Road. 
MOTION: made by Richard Bringhurst that with respect to the request for local upgrade approval for the failed septic system at 4 Coach Road the Board of Health grants the following septic variances: 310 CMR 15.104 and 105 – Percolation Testing – allowing the soil absorption system to be designed and installed without a percolation test as allowed by DEP policy; 310 CMR 15.221 – General Construction Requirements for all System Components – allow the building sewer to have more than 3.0 feet (6.2 feet) of cover over the top of the pipe.  Seconded by Claire Wolfram.  VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.

Special Permit and Site Plan Approval – Allied Recycle 1901 Main Street
Documents/Exhibits – Special Permit Application; Site Plan Approval Application (on file Planning Board) Deputy Health Agent’s summary.

The Board of Health reviewed for comment a proposed plan, Allied Recycle, 1901 Main Street, to demolish existing individual buildings and consolidate the operation (office, storage, and processing) into a new 28,400 square foot building.  The Health Director said that before the project goes forward the existing septic system must be inspected (under Title V Regulations) and upgraded if necessary and any DEP inspections and/or violations resolved.    
MOTION: made by William Morris that the Board of Health’s comments to the Planning Board concerning the Special Permit and Site Plan Approval for Allied Recycle, 1901 Main Street, are that the consolidation of the operation into one new building is beneficial to the Town and the Board supports that going forward with the following two provisions: 1) before any permits are issued to proceed the suitability of the existing septic system is evaluated both for its current condition and its ability to handle projected water needs of the proposed facility; 2) that any outstanding issues regarding DEP inspections/violations are satisfactorily resolved prior to allowing the operation to expand and the new building constructed.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst. VOTE: 3-0-0. UNANIMOUS.
Notice of Intent and Land Disturbance Permit – Allied Recycle 1901 Main Street
Documents/Exhibits – Notice of Intent; Land Disturbance Application (on file Conservation Commission); Deputy Health Agent’s summary.
MOTION: made by William Morris that the Board of Health reiterates comments made to the Planning Board to the Conservation Commission regarding the Notice of Intent and Land Disturbance Application, Allied Recycle.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst. VOTE: 3-0-0. UNANIMOUS.
Board of Appeals Zoning Variance-8 Lake Avenue
Documents/Exhibits – Zoning Variance Application (on file Zoning Board of Appeals); Deputy Health Agent’s summary.

The Board of Health reviewed for comment the variance request to construct an addition at 8 Lake Avenue with a 20.7 foot set back instead of the required 30 feet.
MOTION: made by Claire Wolfram that the Board of Health’s comment to the Zoning Board of Appeals is we have no issue with the request to allow a 20.7 foot setback from a property line where a 30 foot set back is required.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst.  VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.
Board of Selectmen-Barberry Homes off Moosehill Road

Documents/Exhibits – Proposed Plan Barberry Homes Moosehill Road (on file Board of Selectmen); Deputy Health Agent’s summary.

The Board of Health reviewed for comment a proposed plan, Barberry Homes, Moosehill Road, to construct 174 rental units with associated parking, utilities and landscaping. Forty-four of the units would be available for low to moderate income and an application was submitted to Mass Housing for site approval under section 40B. 
MOTION: made by William Morris that regarding the Board of Selectmen’s request for comment concerning the proposed 174 units, Barberry Homes, Moosehill Road, the Board of Health would like to note the following potential issues should the project go forward: 1) under Board of Health Public & Semi Public Swimming Pool Regulations the proposed swimming pool will require annual inspections, permitting and lifeguard certification compliance; 2) the proposed plan includes a great deal of impervious cover, portions of which are within the 100 foot buffer of vegetated wetlands, the Board of Health has consistently not supported any new construction within the 100 foot buffer zone; 3) the increase in the number of residents could impact public health services relative to the demand for vaccines ie: influenza, pneumonia, and other potential public health vaccine issues; 4) the Health Department would be responsible for unit inspections related to tenant complaints such as mold, odor and nuisances.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst. VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.
Septic Variance-160 Baker Street:
Documents/Exhibits – Homeowners Coleman & Anne Joyce variance request 6/18/13.
The Board of Health reviewed the variance request to construct an addition to an existing home at 160 Baker Street 7.6 feet from the septic tank instead of the required 10 foot set back under Title V Regulations.
MOTION: made by William Morris that the Board of Health approves the variance to construct an addition at 160 Baker Street 7.6 feet from the septic tank provided that a deed restriction is filed with the Registry of Deeds and Health Department stating that the number of bedrooms allowed is limited to three.  Seconded by Claire Wolfram.  VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.
Old Business:

Elm Street School Garden Project
The Health Director updated the Board about the Garden Project at Elm Street School.  Ms. Chapell said that Whole Foods has awarded the Town a $2000 grant which will be used to expand the project to other schools in Walpole.  Ms. Chapell also said that the presentation made at the Johnson & Johnson Conference in June went very well and that Kathi Garvin, Walpole’s School Nurse Manager, received the Johnson & Johnson School Nurse of the Year Award.

Superfund Site

The Health Director updated the Board about the progress of the proposed ground water treatment facility at the South Street Superfund Site.  Ms. Chapell said that due to concerns voiced by Clark Avenue residents about the location of the plant the EPA has stopped the timeline outlined in the 2010 Consent Decree for the time being.  Ms. Chapell said that an Executive Session with Selectmen, the Economic Development Industrial Committee (EDIC) and herself is scheduled for next week to discuss the site and potential alternative locations for the facility.
