MOTION: made by Richard Bringhurst that the Board of Health approve the minutes of May 14, 2013 meeting as presented.  Seconded by Lisa Procaccini.  VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.

Approval for the May 28, 2013 minutes was postponed; a quorum of board members present at that meeting was not met. 

Amendment to Order of Conditions – Lot 3 Berkeley Drive:
Documents/Exhibits – Amendment Application (on file Conservation Commission); Deputy Health Agent’s summary.
The Board of Health reviewed for comment a request to amend a previously issued Order of Conditions for a proposed single family home at Lot 3 Berkeley Drive.  The request is being made in order to change the location of the proposed house on the property.
MOTION: made by Lisa Procaccini that the Board of Health is very disappointed that the proposed house, which was originally sited just outside the buffer zone, is now with this amendment request sited inside the 100 foot buffer.  The Board of Health does not support any new construction inside the 100 foot buffer of vegetated wetlands.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst. VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.
Amendment to Order of Conditions – Walpole Country Club:

Documents/Exhibits – Amendment Application (on file Conservation Commission); Deputy Health Agent’s summary.

The Board of Health reviewed for comment requested modifications to a previous Order Conditions for the Walpole Country Club’s Pond Management Plan.

MOTION: made by William Morris that the Board of Health has no concerns with the modifications proposed for the 2013 Walpole County Club Pond Management Plan.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst.  VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.
Re-file Definitive Subdivision Plan – Tall Pines:
Documents/Exhibits –Re-file Definitive Subdivision Plan Application (on file Planning Board) Deputy Health Agent’s summary.

The Board of Health reviewed for comment the Tall Pines Re-filed Definitive Subdivision Plan to construct six single family homes.
MOTION: made by Lisa Procaccini that the Board of Health has no comment on the re-filing of the Definitive Subdivision Plan – Tall Pines.  Seconded by Richard Bringhurst. VOTE: 3-0-0. UNANIMOUS.
Animal Permit Application – 33 Granite Street
Documents/Exhibits – Animal Permit Application; Manure Management Plan (on file Health Dept).
Future owner, Jon Forsyth (closing scheduled June 20, 2013), addressed the Board of Health regarding the Animal Permit application submitted, to house up to 29 horse/ponies at the former High Rock Stables, 33 Granite Street. Mr. Forsyth discussed with the Board improvements planned for the property and how the stables will be utilized once he and his wife Sarjeer purchase the property.   Neighbors present at the meeting questioned how manure will be managed, maintenance plans for existing corrals (so that horses can’t escape) and the removal of an existing manure pile already on the property.  Mr. Forsyth said that repairs and maintenance of corral fencing will be a priority, that their manure management plan is to store manure in a metal container and remove it from the property regularly (no composting on site) and that the existing manure pile will be removed.     
MOTION: made by William Morris regarding the Animal Permit Application for 33 Granite Street, Jon and Sarjee Forsyth, the Board of Health approves that permit for a maximum of  29 horses and/or ponies with the following stipulations: 1) that the manure management plan include a closed metal container; 2) that the removal of manure meets a minimum standard of weekly from April 1 thru December 31 and a monthly removal January 1 thru March 30, or more frequently as volume may dictate; 3) prior to bringing any horses onto the property the pre-existing manure pile must be removed if it is not already removed prior to closing on the property.    Seconded by Lisa Procaccini.  VOTE: 3-0-0 UNANIMOUS.
House Bill 732 – Tom Driscoll’s Request to Consider:

Postponed and rescheduled for the July 9, 2013 meeting, pending all Board members being present.
New Business:

Wheelabrator Fiscal Year 2014 Tipping Fees:
The Board of Health reviewed the new tipping fees effective July 1, 2013, pursuant to Section V of the Waste Disposal Agreement between Wheelabrator Millbury and the Town of Walpole.  Ms. Chapell said that this year’s tipping fee is slightly lower than anticipated.
Russell Disposal Environmental Scholarship:

Ms. Chapell informed the Board of Health that this year’s $500 Russell Disposal Environmental Scholarship was awarded to Seana Cofsky.  William Morris asked that a congratulatory letter be sent wishing Ms. Cofsky every success with her future endeavors and her commitment to the environment. 
Walpole Schools USDA Award:

The Health Director informed the Board of Health that Walpole Public Schools were awarded the Healthier US School Challenge Bronze Award.  Ms. Chapell said that James Arena-DeRosa, Northeast Regional Administrator, USDA Food and Nutrition Service, presented the award at today’s ceremony held at the Elm Street School.  Mr. Arena-DeRosa, a Walpole native, commended all involved for their commitment to educating students about the importance of good nutrition and physical activity, providing healthy and nutritional lunches and offering a before school breakfast program.     
Old Business: 
Superfund Site Ground Water Treatment Facility:
The Health Director updated the Board about a public meeting held on Wednesday, June 5, Main Meeting Room, Town Hall, to discuss the proposed location of a Ground Water Treatment Facility which is part of the cleanup plan for the Superfund Site. Residents of Clark Ave., South St., Common St. and Riverside Place were present at the meeting.  Ms. Chapell said that the location of the facility was a major concern expressed at the meeting.  Ms. Chapell said that the Town’s position, at this time, is that if more time is needed to determine a location that serves the best interest of residents directly impacted by the facility and the community as a whole it should be allowed.
