Motion Made by Kevin Muti to accept the minutes of April 22, 2013 with the recommended typo corrections.  Second by James Taylor.  Vote 3-0-0.

CONCOM REQUEST FOR COMMENTS NOI FOR 7 LOTS AT HIGH OAKS SUBDIVISION
Mr. Mattson explains that there are 7 lots within this subdivision that have filed Notice of Intents because they are building within 100 feet of the wetlands.  There is discussion regarding what area of the aquifer they are in.  It is asked that a letter be sent stating that this Commission has no issue with these NOI’s provided they are connected to the municipal sewer system.
MUNICIPAL FACILITIES STUDY INVITATION FROM BOARD OF SELECTMEN

The Board reviews the invitation to meet with the Selectmen and the Maguire Group on May 16th.  Mr. Fasanello feels more time is needed to gather all studies and records that have previously been performed at this site.  Mr. Muti agrees with Mr. Fasanello.  There is some discussion.  Motion Made by Kevin Muti to send a to the Board of Selectmen telling them that more time is needed to accumulate information as far back as possible. 
WALPOLE INDUSTRIAL PARK SEWER DISCUSSION 

Mr. Fasanello suggests putting this putting this back on the agenda for our next meeting where we would have a full Board.   The rest of the Board agrees with this. 

IRRIGATION REQUESTS

Motion Made by Kevin Muti to provided all the standard requirements of the Superintendent are met, to approve requests to install an irrigation system at 62 and 70 Anderson Way, 8 and 18 Atlantic Court, 175 Endean Drive, 53 and 85 Hound Pack Circle and 8 Olympic Court.  Second by James Taylor.  Vote 3-0-0.

Mr. Fettig arrived at this time (7:13 p.m.)

7:15 APPT. JOHN HASENJAEGER RE: EASEMENT ISSUE

Mr. Hasenjaeger hands out a plan of a lot on Pinnacle Dr. and a picture of the lot.   The purpose of the handout is to show an easement that he is looking to “penetrate” 12 to 14 inches off of the lot line.  He is asking the Board for a letter that would acknowledge that his is going into the easement and will stay 15 feet away from the sewer line.   Mr. Fasanello asks Mr. Mattson what his opinion is and he responds that he is only going 14 inches into the easement.  Motion Made by Ken Fettig to send a letter to the Town Engineer stating that the Sewer & Water Commission does not have an issue with him encroaching on up to 14 inches of the easement for lot 28A.  Second by James Taylor.  Vote 4-0-0.
WELL CLEANING BID RECOMMENDATION 
Mr. Mattson says his recommendation is with the low bidder Maher Services, Inc. in the amount of $50,800.00.  The Board concurs with the superintendent. 

TANK PROGRESS LETTER

This correspondence is read and noted. 

MA HIGHWAY YOP

It is asked if herbicides will be used and the answer is yes.  The Commission would like to know what types of herbicides and their quantities.  A letter will be sent. 

PROPOSED LETTER FOR SEWER ODOR PROBLEM 

The Commission is in agreement that this is a very good letter and would like it sent out.  

NEW WATER TANK
Mr. Fasanello suggests naming the new tank after former Commissioner Frank Farinacci.  Other members agree and Mr. Mattson will research next of kin and his complete name. 

WATER AND SEWER FUNDS

Mr. Mattson explains that this is the memo the Board has been waiting for from the Town Accountant.  It is read and noted. 

LEGISLATION INFORMATION 

Mr. Driscoll explains what this bill No. H732 is about and asks that the Sewer & Water Commission send a letter of support to Mark Hogan.    There is some discussion.  Motion Made by James Taylor to send a letter of support as requested.  Second by Kevin Muti.  Vote 3-0-1, Fettig abstained.   Mr. Fasanello asks to see the letter prior to sending it.  

DIOXANE

Mr. Mattson reports that it is the opinion of Counsel that a letter from this Board will be better served and Town Counsel has offered to assist in writing it. 

RATE HEARING DATE

All are in agreement to hold the public rate hearing on June 10th.  Mr. Fasanello asks that a personal invitation be sent to the Finance Committee. 

INFLOW AND INFILTRATION 

Mr. Mattson reports that Mr. Viano’s case is in the hands of Kopelman and Paige at this time.  Mr. Mattson then says he would like clarification as to who should be charged for I/I in the future, i.e. single homes 2 or more homes etc.  There is discussion.  It is determined that any one who extends the sewer should be charged I/I.

GRINDER PUMPS

Mr. Mattson says he is getting more and more requests for grinder pumps and asks if the Board wants him to review them or if the Board would like to review and approve them.  There is some discussion and the Board decides that they would like Mr. Mattson to review and make recommendation to the Board and then the Board can make the final decision.  

Motion Made by Kevin Muti to adjourn.  Second by Ken Fettig.  Vote 4-0-0.  Meeting adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
