September 9, 2013


A regular meeting of the Board of Sewer & Water Commissioners was held on Monday, September 9, 2013 at 7:00 p.m., at the Edward J. Delaney Water Treatment Plant, 1303 Washington Street. 

Present:	James Taylor, John Spillane, Roger Turner, Patrick Fasanello and Ken Fettig.  Also 
		Rick Mattson, Supt. of Sewer and Water. 

All abatements submitted tonight are reviewed and signed.  

SUPERINTENDENT’S STATUS REPORT 
Mr. Mattson reports on the new Farinacci water storage tank and tells that the leakage test will be conducted tomorrow.  He adds that the first sample was taken on Friday and the second will be taken tomorrow and once the results are received they will be seeking DEP’s approval to allow them to put the tank into service.  If allowed they will be running it manually for the time being which should not be a problem. 
Mr. Mattson also reports that they had 2 leaks since last meeting, a major one was on Allston Dr. and he believes the paver caused this by opening the hydrant and did not shut it down properly.  

Minutes of August 27, 2013 are discussed.  There are two typos pointed out that will be changed.  Also Mr. Fasanello points out that the minutes reflect Mr. Mattson stating that the decision not to accept the pump station was reversed via a 4-0-0 vote with a list of conditions to be met by Mr. Murphy and he says this is a false statement and it needs to be changed.  The secretary disagrees with the need to change the minutes.  Mr. Fasanello says Town Counsel has provided comment that Mr. Mattson’s statement was not correct.  The secretary says that this may be the case however the statement was still made which is why it is reflected in the minutes.  She adds that Town Counsel’s comments appeared after the fact.  Mr. Fasanello would then like a note inserted to see Town Counsel’s comments to be included in the minutes.  The secretary is not sure if this is proper procedure.  The Superintendent suggests that reference to Counsel’s comments should be included in tonight’s minutes and all agree.  Motion Made by James Taylor to accept the minutes of August 27, 2013 with the typo corrections discussed tonight being made.  Second by John Spillane.  Vote 5-0-0.

PLIMPTONVILLE CROSSING MODIFICATIONS
Mr. Mattson explains that the modifications are with regard to landscaping and the buffer zone.  There are no changes being made to the utilities.  Motion Made by James Taylor to send a letter to the Planning Board stating that based on the fact there are no changes proposed to occur to  the utilities this Board has no further comments to the major modifications at Plimptonville Crossing dated August 24, 2013.  Second by James Taylot.  Vote 5-0-0.

CONTRACT 14-06 WATER WORKS SUPPLIES
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Mattson is recommending the low bidder for this contract which is H.D. Supply Water Works in the amount $33,215.09.   Motion Made by Ken Fettig to recommend to the Board of Selectmen the above contract be awarded to H.D. Supply Water Works as suggested by the Superintendent.  Second by James Taylor.  Vote 5-0-0.


BARBERRY HOMES (MOOSEHILL RD) ANRAD FILING
Mr. Fasanello asks if the plan is to tunnel under Route 1 for water and sewer. Mr. Mattson responds that they are currently investigating the possibility of running gravity sewer to Coney Street by Siemens.  It is discussed how if this is the route to be taken then there would be a need for easements to be acquired and the Superintendent says yes.  There are no further comments made. 

JUNE BALLOT QUESTION REQUEST
This correspondence is what was sent to the Board of Selectmen and Town Administration based on the vote at the last meeting.  It is a request that a ballot question be included at the next election.   It is determined that the Town Administrator has been asked to do this and as our agent it should be done.  Mr. Fasanello then speaks of a document that is supposed to be filled out when we have something we want done that essentially says “You are hereby ordered to cause or have caused (blank)” and this document is to make things legal.  There is discussion as to whether or not the Charter allows the Administrator to assign an agent to fill in for him.  There is also discussion as to Mr. Mattson’s position and who he answers to.  Mr. Mattson says he will gather the information from the Charter and any other information needed for the next meeting.  

WALPOLE INDUSTRIAL PARK SEWER DISCUSSION
This information is what was sent to the Board of Selectmen as a result of the sewer survey that was conducted by the Board for the area.  It is asked if the Selectmen had responded and the answer is no, however their secretary has been on vacation so it might be delayed.  It is the position of this Commission that the ball is now in the Selectmen’s court to determine what they would like to do from here. 

DAY TIME MEETINGS
Mr. Fasanello is suggesting meeting during the day for every other scheduled meeting.  There is discussion as to whether or not this is a good idea.   Mr. Taylor says he works many days.  Mr. Fettig feels it is unfair to developers and the like as they are working.  Mr. Fasanello says this is why he thinks it is a good idea as engineers work in the day time so developers won’t have to pay extra for a night meeting.  Mr. Hamilton is present and says that is unfair to someone who might want to run as a candidate and he is told that the same situation would apply to someone who worked nights.  There is discussion to the pros and cons and since there are many Monday holidays coming up that will limit the monthly meetings it is decided to wait until January and the 2014 schedule.  

Mr. Taylor says before we adjourn he would like to make a motion to change his vote from the previous meeting with regard to Walpole Park South (August 27).  It is explained to him that the motion was to reconsider the July 8th vote which was 4-0-0 to recommend to accept the pump station conditional on certain terms being met by the applicant.  The August 27th vote was 2-3-0 to reconsider which meant the motion did not pass.  Those against were Mr. Turner, Mr. Fettig and Mr. Taylor and now Mr. Taylor is asking that he change his vote and if allowed this would mean that there could be reconsideration.  There is discussion and Town Counsel’s opinion which came as a handout is referenced.  Mr. Fasanello says this is where it is shown that Mr. Mattson’s statement at the previous meeting about the vote not to take the pump station was reversed is incorrect.   There is discussion and the secretary says she is unsure if Mr. Taylor making a motion to change his previous vote is appropriate.  There is further discussion.  Mr. Fettig wonders why this is being discussed as it is not on the agenda and the applicants should have been notified that this would be discussed.   It is asked that Mr. Murphy be notified that this will be discussed at the September 23rd meeting and it will be put on the next agenda. 

Motion Made by John Spillane to adjourn.  Second by Ken Fettig.  Meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
